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CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

AsIbeginto write thisreport, the Australian Youth Endurance team
is currently in Hungary preparing for the Youth Championships
on the 5th September. The riders selected for the team are Angela
Hawks, Alexandra Toft and Bridget Nottle from Qld, and Allix
Jones, Blake Freeman and reserve rider Tami Parnell from NSW.
The horses that have traveled to Hungary are the unregistered
Arabian Standardbred Dakira Pascalle, the evergreen Purebred
gelding Bremervale Justice, the NZ Partbred Zalman, Purebred
gelding Browtin Advocate and the borrowed horse HS Saboteur,
leased from a UK rider and based in Switzerland.
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The AHSA wishes the team all the very best and hope they
experience an enjoyable and successful trip. It was terrific to
discover that all the horses comprise Arabian blood and so will
be able to comfortably wear their AHSA sponsored rugs.

This years Quilty is being held at Toninbuk on the 18th, 19th &
20th September. The AHSA has again sponsored rugs and will be
represented with an information and promotion stall. It has been
a few years since the Quilty has been run in Victoria, so I hope
we will see plenty of Victorian members coming to spectate.

Whilst on Endurance, it gives me a great deal of pleasure to be
able to be able to report to you that Meg Wade is making amazing
progress following her accident. Meg’s sheer determination is
nothing short of inspirational and her progress is, I am sure largely
attributed to this. Meg is presently undergoing rehabilitation and
I believe is working extremely hard to hasten her recovery. Keep
up the good fight Meg.

The Board met in Tamworth for our August meeting and whilst
we were there we invited members to meet with us on Sunday
evening. We thoroughly enjoyed the opportunity to meet with
old and new acquaintances. They were a very enthusiastic group
of people who generously offered promotional help and support
to the AHSA in various forms. During the evening David Evans
showed us a DVD of the film clip for James Blundell’s song
“Riding into town”. David participated in the filming as one of
the Light Horsemen on his Purebred mare Santara Park Sarah.

The purpose of the visit to Tamworth was to inspect the Australian
Equine and Livestock Events Centre with the view to conducting
the 2011 Australian Championships there. It was certainly an
impressive venue with well laid out multi purpose facilities. We
hope to have some photos available for the website soon. At this
point in time, the Board has made a tentative booking subject to
receiving an acceptable quote.
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It is proposed to hold the 2010 Aussies outdoors at the Sydney
International Equestrian Centre, with the indoor reserved for
inclement weather. It will be held in the area adjacent to the
stables and day parking. It is envisaged that the arena set up will
be similar to that used at Werribee Park. Our judges shall be Anna
Stojanowska (Poland), Michael Harris (UK),Gail Iskra from QId
(open halter), Sandra Hale from SA (open halter), Sheila Jones
from Vic (amateur & youth),Karen Fletcher-Grieve from WA
(amateur & youth) and Glenda Lovell from NSW (ridden). Next
years Dressage program has been extended to include Preliminary
level.

The Board decided to increase membership fees for next year. It
was a decision that was made not without feeling, however it was
felt that as fees had not been increased for 5 years it was better to
impose a slight increase now and avoid having a significant one
in the future.

The decision was also made that it will be a requirement for all
exhibitors entering the Australian Championships to be a financial
member of the AHSA. The only exception to this rule will be
competitors entering Dressage only.

The inaugural Youth Ambassador Scholarship winners have just
been determined by the Directors and I am pleased to announce
that Tiffany Bignold from NSW has been awarded the under 18
scholarship and Chloe Radford from WA the 18-21 years. Both girls
set a very high standard and provided an extremely detailed list of
performances. The scholarships are awarded to youth competing
in open competition on registered Purebred or Arabian Derivative
horse or horses with outstanding results. The AHSA has provided
$1000 to each of the girls to help further develop the potential
of their horse and themselves. The money will be used to help
cover expenses incurred by the girls in gaining further experience
and can be utilized not only for competition expenses but also
tuition. Tiffany and her pony Glo Brook Legend, whom she leases
from his breeder Paul Morath, has amassed an impressive list of
performances in the show ring, Pony Club and Dressage. She is
currently concentrating on Dressage and has been competing at
Advanced and Prix St Georges level and recently had her first
start at Intermediate 1. Chloe was awarded the scholarship for
her performances on the Purebred gelding Wandu Hills Maestro
and her Anglo gelding Forest Dale Firestorm. Both horses are
registered with EA and have won many championships in the
hack ring as well as successfully competing in Dressage. Chloe
lives 300km from Perth so I am quite sure a proportion of her
scholarship money will be used for travel expenses in search of
instruction. We encourage the unsuccessful applicants to apply
again next year and also any other interested participants.
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Please don’t forget the Youth Exchange between the New Zealand
Arab Horse Breeders Society and the AHSA. This is a ten day trip
to NZ awarded to a person 18-25 years of age in recognition of
their service and contribution to the Arabian breed in Australia. It
is intended that Jessica Krog, our inaugural winner, shall head to
NZ later this year.

Jessica Magill is the NZ winner who will be visiting Australia.

Distinguished Service Medal nominations need to be received in
the AHSA office by 31st December. The Distinguished Service
Medal is an award recognizing the unsung heroes of our breed
who have made an outstanding contribution through their selfless
and dedicated service over the years. Nomination forms for the
Distinguished Service Medal, Youth Ambassador Scholarships
and Youth Exchange are available from the AHSA office or
website.

We are also currently inviting submissions for the WAHO Award.
This is an annual award to recognise an Arabian horse, bred and
still domiciled in Australia and registered in our WAHO approved
studbook for a particular achievement that has caused deserving
recognition as an excellent ambassador for the breed. The
recognition may be obtained either through its own achievement
or its immediate progeny.

Harold Williamson, our Secretary/Manager, attended an AHIC
meeting in Sydney recently. The AHIC Advisory Committee
recommended to the AHIC Board that no levy be payable until
after there is an exotic disease outbreak. The Commonwealth
Government has made it clear to the horse industry peak bodies
that it will not manage any further outbreaks of exotic horse
diseases until the horse industry signs the Emergency Animal
Disease Response Agreement (EADRA) with the Government
and agrees to a levy to fund its share of eradicating any future
horse disease outbreaks. Whilst most members of AHIC agree
in principal that the horse industry should sign EADRA there
was concern expressed as to how the levy mechanism would be
imposed.

During the last month judges seminars have been conducted in
SA and NSW. Victoria is holding one at Future Farms on the 20th
September and Tasmania’s will be on the 1st November. These
seminars are for our panel judges and prospective candidates who
may be interested in sitting the judges exam in the future. Anyone
interested in attending should contact Laura at the AHSA office.

It is with disappointment that we learnt that the NSW Arabian
Saddle Horse Council has decided to disband owing to lack of
competitor support. I know that it was a decision made with a
great deal of regret. I would like to thank Narelle Kinnear and the
committee for their tremendous efforts in promoting the Arabian
saddle horse over many years.

The Victorian Youth Group has held two weekends at Future
Farms during the last three months. This enthusiastic group of
kids continue to demonstrate their broad mindedness by having a

navigational ride, showjumping, halter, ribbon brow band making,
clipping, ridden and scrapbooking instruction, as well as conducting
their AGM and a disco! Both weekends were a huge success and I
extend a very big thank you to Kate and Doyle Dertell for allowing
us the use of their magnificent facilities. The AHSA is running
a Youth education day in SA on the 11th October. This is being
organized by a very keen Karen Sheridan and anyone interested in
attending can contact Karen on 08 8568 5796.

I should conclude my report with the very recent news of our
Youth Endurance team placing seventh in Hungary. The teams
event was won by France with Hungary second and Belgium
third. The first and second placed individuals were from the UAE
and mounted on Australian horses. Blake Freeman, our individual
rider, unfortunately vetted out. Our team of girls however all
completed and got through. Alexandra Toft had a fantastic ride
on Bremervale Justice and led our the team home in 17th place
followed by Angela Hawks on Dakira Pascalle 42nd, Bridget
Nottle on Zalman 48th and Allix Jones on HS Saboteur 63rd. May
I extend my congratulations to the entire team and say how very
proud we are of you all.
